En inglés, podemos decir que tenemos dos tipos de pregunta. Las preguntas que se
contestan yes / no, y por otro lado, las preguntas “abiertas”

Para las preguntas yes / no es mejor contestar con una respuesta corta. Contestar a una
pregunta con la palabra “No” y nada mas puede parecer algo impolite.

Y casi todos los angloparlantes quieren ser polite, si es posible.

Polite= cortés
Impolite= descortés

Haré algo mas completo sobre el tema de las respuestas cortas en otro momento, pero aqui tienes
unos ejemplos:
Las preguntas en inglés y las respuestas cortas

Fijate que se repite la persona y una forma del verbo auxiliar para la respuesta corta. Con
un poco de practica lo dominaras. ..

Q: Are you English?

A: No, I'm not.

Q: Are you sleepy?

A: Yes, | am.

Q: Do you live in Paris?
A: No, I don'’t.

Q: Do you work in a shop?
A: Yes, | do.

Q: Can you speak French?
A: Yes, | can.

Who = ;Quién...?
Usamos who cuando la respuesta es una persona.
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Q: Who do you live with? ¢Con quién vives?

A: I live with my brother.

Q: Who is that woman? ¢Quién es esa mujer?
A: She’s my cousin.

Q: Who is on the phone? ¢Quién esta al teléfono?
A: Sylvia is on the phone.

What...?= ;Qué...?
Usamos what cuando la respuesta es una cosa o actividad.

Q: What do you have in your bag? ¢ Qué tienes en tu mochila?

A: | have a sandwich.

Q: What do you do in your free time? ¢Qué haces en tu tiempo libre?
A: |1 do sport.

Q: What is that? ¢Qué es?

A: It’s a hammer. (hammer = martillo)

También hay otras frases con what:

Q: What time is it? (¢, Qué hora es?) ¢, Qué hora es?
A: It’s 11 o’clock.

Where...?= ;Donde...?

Usamos where cuando la respuesta es un sitio.
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Q: Where do you work? ¢Dbnde trabajas tu?
A: 1 work in the city center.

Q: Where is Mary? ¢Donde esta Mary?
A: She’s at work.

Q: Where are you going? ¢Donde vas?

A: I’'m going to the train station.

Q: Where are you from? ¢De ddonde eres?

A: I'm from Guadalajara, a city in Mexico.
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When...? = ;Cuando...?

Usamos when cuando la respuesta es un momento.

Q: When is the concert? ¢Cuando es el concierto?
A: It’s tomorrow.

Q: When do you start work? ¢Cuando comienzas a trabajar?
A: |l startat 9.
Q: When are you going on holiday? ¢Cuando estas de vacaciones?

A: Next week! I'm really excited.
Q: When is the meeting? ¢Cuando es la reunion?
A: It’s next Friday.

Why...?= ;Por qué...?
Usamos why cuando la respuesta es una razon.
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Q: Why are you sleepy? ¢Por qué tienes suefio?

A: Because | got up early this morning.

Q: Why isn’t she here? ¢Por qué no esté ella aqui?

A: Because she’s at work.

Q: Why are they leaving? ¢Por qué se van se van ellos?
A: Because they have to catch the bus.

Q: Why are you going to the doctor? ¢Por qué vas al doctor?

A: Because | feel sick.

How...? = ;Cémo...?

Usamos how cuando la respuesta es una manera de hacer algo.

Q: How do you spell “penguin?” ¢Como se deletrea “penguin?”
A:P-E-N-G-U-I-N.

Q: How do you get to work? (En este caso get = ir, llegar) Como vas al trabajo?
A: By bus.

Q: How do I turn on the computer? ¢Como hago volver en el computador?
A: You just push this button.
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going to voy a = future plans
| am going to buy a new car.
Yo voy a comprar un auto Nuevo.

Going to is not a tense. It is a special structure that we use to talk about
the future.

The structure of going to is:

subject | + | be | + | going | + | to-infinitive

The verb be is conjugated. Look at these examples:

subject | be | not | going | to-infinitive

I am going | to buy a new car.

I am going | togo swimming.
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subject | be | not | going | to-infinitive
He is going | totake the exam.
It IS going | to rain.
you are going | to paint the house
subject | be going | to-infinitive
Yo voy a comprar Un auto nuevo.
Yo voy a ir A nadar
El va a tomar El examen
va a llover
Tu vas a pintar La casa
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How do we use going to?

going to for intention

We use going to when we have the intention to do something before we speak. We have
already made a decision before speaking. Look at these examples:

Usamos el going to cuando tenemos la intencién de hacer alguna cosa antes de hablar.

e Jo has won the lottery. He says he's going to buy a Porsche.
e We're not going to paint our bedroom tomorrow.
e When are you going to go on holiday?

In these examples, we had an intention or plan before speaking. The decision was made
before speaking.

En estos ejemplos tenemos una intencion o un Plan antes de hablar.

SUBJECT TOBE GOINGTO VERB
l am goingto  work
You are goingto  work
He is goingto  work
She is goingto  work
